TO QUALIFY FOR A KODAK GALLERY AWARD:

1. Images can be captured with either a digital or 

film camera.

2. All images will be considered for a Gallery Award.

HOWEVER, for your image to be eligible for a Gallery 

Elite Award:

a. Image MUST have been captured with either KODAK

PROFESSIONAL Film or any manufacturer’s digital camera.

b. Image MUST be made on KODAK PROFESSIONAL 

Media (KODAK PROFESSIONAL ENDURA Papers or Display

Materials, KODAK PROFESSIONAL EKTATHERM or KODAK

PROFESSIONAL Inkjet Photo Paper).

3. A Gallery Award label must be affixed to the back of 

your image.

4.  Your image must receive a score of 80 or more points 

during judging to be eligible for an award.

5. Your image must not have already won a Gallery Award. Images

are eligible for only one Gallery Award in a given year.

6.  Your entry must be entered in your PPA state, regional or

other competition based on its standard rules and

submission deadlines.

An elegant engraved crystal trylon
will be presented to the winning
photographers regionally, along with
a specially designed lapel pin. 

The winning printmaking labs will
receive a Certificate of Excellence.

All Gallery Elite Award winners will
be presented with a statuesque,
sculpted granite trylon, signifying
lasting dedication and commitment
to the art of photography.
